Schabilion moved to approve the Consent agenda. Smith seconded. Ayes: Milligan, Schabilion, and Smith. Absent: Kunkel and Kinzel. Motion carried. The consent agenda consisted of the following items: May 12th Minutes and claims.

Claims are as follows:
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Milligan motioned to approve Resolution 2025-34, adopting the preliminary assessment schedule resolution for the S. West Avenue Project Phase II. Smith seconded. Ayes: Milligan, Schabilion, and Smith. Absent: Kunkel and Kinzel. Motion carried. 

Milligan motioned to approve Resolution 2025-35, setting the public hearing on the Resolution of Necessity for the S. West Avenue Project. Smith seconded. Ayes: Milligan, Kunkel, Schabilion, and Smith. Absent: Kinzel. Motion carried. 

Smith motioned to approve Resolution 2025-36, authorizing the donation of a surplus police vehicle to Baxter Fire & Rescue for department training and city-related use, contingent upon vehicle evaluation and coordination of equipment removal. Milligan seconded. Ayes: Milligan, Kunkel, Schabilion, and Smith. Absent: Kinzel. Motion carried. 

Smith motioned to approve Resolution 2025-37, to set a bid date for the surplus police vehicle for July 14th, 2025, at 6:00 pm. The bidding window will close on July 14th at 5:00 p.m. Seconded by Schabilion. Ayes: Milligan, Kunkel, Schabilion, and Smith. Absent: Kinzel. Motion carried. 

Milligan motioned to approve Resolution 2025-38, choosing Mid Iowa Planning Association for Baxter’s next comprehensive plan.
